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This week the students will learn of Jesus in the
temple and when He is baptized. We want to hear what Jesus
did and what He said. Even when Jesus was a boy, He was
doing God'’s work, in God’s house accomplishing the purpose
for which he came as the promised Messiah. Like Simeon and
Anna we praise and thank God for the gifts and love He gives
us.

In math the first graders will count by 5's, write money
amounts and subtract by 2’s. The second graders will create
and read a Venn diagram, add three 2-digit numbers and read a
thermometer to the nearest 2 degrees. The first graders will
read and make inferences about what happens on the way to
the pond. The second graders will read another story about
pumpkins that includes many Spanish words. They will make a
Spanish dictionary and will continue working with similes.

We are finishing a unit in social studies that was on
communities and where we live. We will begin a new unit in
science on water and soil.

Friday we will go to Enoble Manor. We need drivers
to take us there. Please let me know if you can hel p.We
also will be needing empty 24 ounce cottage cheese
containers.
