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This week the students will begin a new unit in
which Jesus teaches God’s grace. Our class will take a
look at the ministry of Jesus. We look at Jesus, the
master teacher, as He is baptized and as He calls
disciples to follow Him. Jesus calls us to repentance and
faith. He desires that we be baptized and follow Him. He
loves all people, including children and He invites us to
talk to Him in prayer. Jesus is our Good Shepherd who
willingly gave up His life to protect us from sin, death and
the devil. God is good to us!

In math the first graders will be adding two digit
numbers with pennies and dimes. They will be sorting
common objects found in grocery stores and adding the
cost of the items in a pretend store. The second graders
will measure line segments to the nearest half inch, add
two digit numbers with sums greater than 100 and order
three digit numbers. In reading the first graders will
continue to work with special names for places and write
about what different animals might pack for lunch. The
second graders will work with possessives and multiple
meaning words.
