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This week the students will read about Jesus calling 

His disciples and how He blessed little children. Jesus calls us 
to be His disciples. Even though we have sinned, Jesus still has 
come to us and wants us to work with Him. He gives us the 
power to live as His people and to carry out the task of sharing 
His gospel and love. Jesus is our only way to salvation. No one 
else can do this. He knows none of us is perfect but still invites 
us to worship at His house where we learn of His free gifts of 
forgiveness and salvation.  

The first graders will work on adding two digit numbers 
and doubles plus one facts. The second graders will continue to 
work on adding three two-digit numbers with sums greater than 
100 and will count large collections by 10’s and 100’s. The first 
graders will be comparing and contrasting animals in reading. 
The second grade will be working more with pronouns, suffixes, 
multiple meaning words and how to write good beginnings. 

We are looking forward to sharing what we have 
learned about nutrition and being fit at the Open House on 
Thursday.
