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From Third Grade  
Third grade continues to focus on the writing process, 

grammar, and daily oral language this week in language arts.  
Students will learn about the writing process of getting ideas, 
researching, organizing thoughts and ideas, drafting, revising, 
editing and proofing, and publishing the final copy.   We will 
then focus on proofreading and editing paragraphs, and 
practice writing letters and note cards.  Next week, third grade 
returns to the usual reading book, as we start a new story titled 
Sayings We Share; Proverbs and Fables.  Be looking for new 
spelling words to arrive after school on Friday, so they can be 
practiced over the weekend. 

 In Social Studies this week, third grade will complete 
Chapter 8 of How Government Works.  A movie on Monday 
showed us how similar Mexico City is to the United States and 
Washington, D.C.  We will learn about Mexico’s government, 
the territorial disputes with America over the lands of Texas, 
Mexican people and populations, their festivals, holidays, and 
culture.  The final test for this chapter will be on Friday.  We will 
then begin a new chapter titled Citizens in Action.  Students 
learn in Chapter 9 how citizens of the community help each 
other.  We will see how sharing and caring, building homes, and 
tithing are just some of the ways we can be good citizens of our 
community. 

In math, the students will continue practice with 
multiplication, writing numbers to 1000 with words, adding and 
subtracting multiples of 100, and drawing a line graph.  

 Last Friday, the third, fourth, and fifth grades had a 
great time learning about the Dewey Decimal System while on 
our field trip to the Carnegie–Stout Public Library.  The 
children’s librarian led us on a guided tour of the children’s 
library and reading area!
