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From Third Grade

This week in language arts, students will start a new
story titled Papita Tells Chita a Story. We will look at adjectives,
figurative language, and summarizing. We will also be
researching our Living History person. Be looking for those
spelling words to arrive after school on Friday again, and
practice over the weekend.

In Social Studies this week, third grade will start
Chapter 10. This chapter is titled People and Culture, and we
will look at how people share their cultural heritage with others
in their community. The class will learn why people come to our
country and become citizens, historical heroes, fact and legend,
and American legends. We will also see how people can share
their heritage through story telling.

In math, the students will continue practice with
fractions, and subtraction differences of 5 and 6.

Some
residents even grew up during the Great Depression! We will
discuss the results of the interviews and complete a Venn
Diagram to compare the likes and differences of their life, with
our life.
