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This week the students will again continue reading 

about the miracles of Jesus.  This week we will learn about 
Jesus and the centurion and Jairus’s daughter and will learn 
how to honor Jesus like the centurion did.

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In math this week, the students will take a written 
assessment, then students will practice with Roman numerals, 
adding three digit numbers, identifying ordinal position, reading 
and writing dollar amounts to 1000 using fractions and 
decimals, writing checks, and selecting coins for a given 
amount.
